    Opposite: Cursed are those who dominate, humiliate, and 
	intimidate, for they will lose everything.

I. Blessed are the “meek” - gentle, humble, fully submitted, 
    to the Father in order to serve others.
		
II. Jesus is meek - “gentle and humble of heart.” Mt. 11:29         
         * Fully submitted to his Father. Jn. 15:10
A. Jesus was NOT a “doormat” – courageous, assertive, passionate, confident in who he was.
	(Temple cleansing, confronting religious leaders, 
	casting out demons, facing the cross, etc.)

III. Reward: “Inherit the earth” - Serving in the kingdom!
	A. Future – the reign of Christ on earth.	2 Peter 3:13 
	B. Present – spiritual inheritance now. Ephes. 1:18  
		* There is security in submission.

IV. Application: Be assertive, not aggressive.
       Seek to serve, not dominate! Be a servant, not a ruler.
A. Aggressive – attack in order to dominate; control.
1. Result: others defend, retaliate, isolate.
2. Motive: insecurity, pride, protection, etc.
3. Tactics: intimidate, humiliate, name-calling, sarcasm, swearing, over-talking, etc.
4. Need: repentance
B. Assertive – “speak the truth in love” Ephes. 4:15 Seek to serve & preserve the relationship honestly.
